1. Entrant and the City of Southfield (hereafter City) will work in a cooperative manner. City reserves the
right to make all final decisions.
2. Entrant must be a resident of the City.

3. Entrant must have been a resident of the City for at least 10 years prior to date of application.

4. Entrant may not be a member of the Commission on Senior Adults (COSA) or a member of the
immediate family of a COSA member.

5. Entrant may not be an employee of the City of Southfield or a member of the immediate family of an
employee.

6. Entrant’s age at competition shall be no less than sixty-two (62) years. Entrant must produce a photo-
copy of proof of age.

7. Entrant must display poise, personality, intelligence, and charm.
8. Entrant must have a written philosophy not to exceed two minutes in length when read aloud.

9. Entrant agrees that the time, manner, and method of judging shall be solely within the discretion of the
City and that the decision of the judges will be final.

10. Judges will not be employees of the City of Southfield.
11. The physical condition of the entrant will not prevent him/her from consideration.

12. Entrant must pay a $5.00 fee when submitting the application. The fees will be earmarked to cover ex-
penses of senior adult activities by the Commission on Senior Adults.

13. Entrant agrees to abide by all of the rules of the Southfield Senior King and Queen for a Day contest.
